This reading is one of the most
known Bible passages because it reflects on
what is going to happen to Jesus. Judas,
who is going to betray Jesus very soon after
this, is sitting at the table with Jesus and the
other apostles like they normally would. No
one else but Jesus knows that he will betray
him for a sack of gold however, Jesus is still
breaking bread with him.

Later in the reading he says, “Amen
Amen | say to you the cock will not crow
before you deny me three times.” Jesus
knows that Simon Peter will betray himin a
different way then Judas, but still loves each
of them anyway. Without Judas, Jesus
would never have been able to fulfill his
mission on Earth: to save us from sin.
Without Judas, Jesus would never be able
to “go where they cannot come.”

When we are struggling to find love
for God or to have faith in God’s plan we
should read this passage. It's every
Catholics mission to live a “perfect” life like
Jesus did but He knows that we are going to
mess up because we are human. It is okay
to commit a sin as long as we are seeking
forgiveness from God because it is in our
human nature. The love God has for us is so
powerful that no matter what we do He will
always love us. We must turn to him in
these times of struggle.

Verse Before The Gospel

Simon Peter said to him, "Master, where are you going?"
Jesus answered him,
